Our long term resident Boeing 777 VP-BHB finally 
departed Schiphol on the 16th having arrived on 10 Decem-
ber 2016. On the 19th an Apache did a fly-by at the ATC tower. 
On the 25th a second former KLM jumbo departed for Twente 
for dismantling. The Polish Air Force returned for more prac-
tice on the 26th. This time with a CASA 295. On the 26th a 
new Dreamliner for KLM arrived from the factory. An NCA 
flight to Hahn diverted to Amsterdam on the 27th due to low 
visibility. The highlight for this month arrived on the 28th. 
Some Venezuelan government officials paid a short visit to 
the Netherlands to discuss some issues between both coun-
tries. A Conviasa Embraer was used as transportation. On the 
27th a first British A400M visited Amsterdam. A Norwegian 
Boeing diverted to Amsterdam while on its way from Orly 
to Stockholm-Arlanda. The crew received a forward cargo 
smoke indication and decided to divert to Amsterdam. The 
aircraft contiuned to Stockholm approximately two hours 
later. The month ended with the arrival of a new Embraer for 
KLM Cityhopper.

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Airbus
A320neo
Especially for low-cost carriers, Airbus offers the A320neo 
with a 186-seat lay-out, up from the original limit of 180 seats. 
EasyJet’s new A320neo aircraft for example are all equipped 
with this new 186-seat cabin. But probably this is not enough, 
and Airbus is now studying a possible 194-seat lay-out for 
the A320neo. The European Aviation Safety Agency has pre-
viously stated that an A320neo could be certified for up to 
195 seats, if “over-performing” exits are used fore and aft. 
Through various interior modifications, like for example 
rotating galley installations by ninety degrees and shaping 
partitions to optimise the available space, it must be possible 
to get 194 seats in the Airbus. Airbus expects to get the 194-
seat version into production within two years. 
A330-800
On 5 February, the first A330-800neo (MSN 1888) rolled 
out the paint hall at Toulouse. The A330neo comes in two 
sizes. The A330-900N and the A330-800N. The A330-800N is 
the smaller of the two and will be the successor (with new 
engines) of the A330-200. The A330-900N, which already 
made its first flight on 19 October 2017, can be seen as the re-
engined successor of the A330-300. Contrary to the A330-200 
and A330-300, which were offered with an engine choice of 
three different engines (GE CF6, P&W PW4000 and RR Trent 
700), the A330-800N and A330-900N will only be offered with 
one engine, the new RR Trent 7000, offering a thrust of 300-
322kN. Besides this new engine the A330neo also features 
new larger winglets and an increased wingspan (+3.7m) and 
some aerodynamic improvements to the wings and fuselage. 
While sales for the A330-900N are moderate, sales for the 
A330-800N are very disappointing, with only six A330-800N 
in the order book. These six aircraft have been ordered by 
Hawaiian Airlines, but Hawaiian is already openly discussing 
the possibility of acquiring other aircraft types (787s) instead 
of these six. If this materializes, Airbus will probably stop the 
further development of the A330-800N, which will mean that 

MSN 1888 will probably become the only A330-800N that was 
ever built.

Boeing
737-7 
The A330-800N was not the only aircraft which broke cover 
on 5 February, as at Boeing’s Renton plant near Seattle (WA), 
the smallest member of the 737MAX family, the 737-7, made 
its public debut. MSN 42561 will be one of the two  737-7 test 
aircraft which will be used for test and certification flights. 
Its first flight will take place in the coming weeks. The 737-7 
is proposed as the successor of the 737-700. As the initial 
order intake for the 737-7 was very slow, Boeing decided to 
change the 737-7 design and stretched the fuselage with 1.93 
metres compared to its original intended size (which had 
the same dimensions as the 737-700). Besides this stretch, 
the redesigned 737-7 also got the higher-gauge aluminium 
wing from the 737-8, which allows it to carry more fuel in 
the wing and gives the aircraft more range. A second over-
wing emergency exit was also added to increase the certified 
maximum seating and finally the redesigned 737-7 got the 
strengthened landing gear from the 737-8 to accommodate 
higher weights, as the MTOW will be increased from 70.0t to 
80.4t. The 737-7 is now able to carry 153 passengers in a two 
class cabin over a distance of 6,964 kilometres. This a serious 
improvement compared to the 141 passengers in a two class 
cabin which the 737-700 can carry over a 5,005 kilometres 
range. Currently the order book for the 737-7 consists of 63 
aircraft (thirty for Southwest Airlines, 23 for WestJet, five for 
Canadian start-up Jetlines, and five for leasing company ALC 
(Air Lease Corporation)).
737-9 
The larger sibling of the 737-7, the 737-9, was awarded its 
type certificate on 16 February. This will mean that the first 
aircraft will be delivered to launch customer Lion Air in the 
very near future.  Boeing has orders for 117 737-9’s from 
twelve airlines and three leasing companies. The fuselage 
length of the 737-9 corresponds with the 737-900ER and the

Civil News

The smallest member of the 737 MAX family, the 737-7, made its public debut on 5 February. Until now, only three airlines (Southwest Airlines, 
WestJet and Jetlines) and one lease company (ALC - Air Lease Corporation) have placed orders for in total 63 737-7s. The first 737-7 will be deliv-
ered to Southwest  in 2019. (Renton (WA), 5 February 2018, Boeing)
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Europe
The Netherlands
Next to starting Joon, Air France-KLM is looking in the pos-
sibilities to really establish a low-cost long-haul airline. They 
are seeing that its Joon-operations is not sufficient to ward 
off competition by IAG’s LEVEL and Norwegian, which both 
are planning to expand into the bases of Air France-KLM at 
Amsterdam and Paris-Charles de Gaulle.
Austria
As a follow up on our news last month, we can now indeed 
confirm that Niki Lauda acquired Niki. The airline should be 
back in the air by the time you read this, using the AOC of 
LaudaMotion, a small aviation charter company also owned 

by Niki. Fleetwise the company is planning to operate fifteen 
A320s, both on charter- and scheduled flights. Some of these 
planes will also be operated for Eurowings. At this moment 
it is still a little unclear if the airline will be named Niki or 
LaudaMotion. 
Belarus
As part of a fleet renewal programme, Belavia, is looking 
into orders for the ERJ-E2 and B737MAX. As for the Boeings, 
the airline is in talks with a lessor for the leases of five 
B737MAX8s, which are planned for delivery between 2019 
and 2021. Belavia also plans to buy two B737MAX8s with 
Boeing directly, which are in the plans for 2021.

Airliner News

737-9 is able to fly 193 passenger in a two-class cabin over 
a distance of 6,120 kilometres. The 737-9 competes with the 
A321-200N for orders, but compared to the roughly 1,400 
orders for the Airbus product, sales of the 737-9 have been 
very disappointing. To better compete with the A321-200neo 

The first A330-800N (NEO) rolled out of the paint bay at Toulouse early February. With six ordered aircraft, Hawaiian Airlines is the only cus-
tomer for the smallest version of the A330neo. Acccording to industry rumours Hawaiian Airlines is reconsidering this order and opt for an alter-
native from Boeing. If this really happens, this will probaby mean that Airbus will not take the A330-800N into commercial production, making 
this A330-800N prototype - MSN 1888 - most likely the only A330-800N ever built. (Toulouse-Blagnac, February 2018, Airbus-J.B. Accariez)

Boeing introduced a new and larger variant of the 737MAX 
family, the 737-10, at the Paris Air Show in 2017. The 737-10 
will be available early 2020. Orders for the 737-9 peaked at 
around 222, but many of these orders have been converted 
to the newer and larger 737-10. 

After thirty years, Lufthansa introduced a new colour scheme and corporate image early February. They probably spent a lot of money for the 
design  and they have a whole philosophy behind this new corporate image, but for us aviation enthusiasts the result is a little disappointing. It 
looks a bit boring  with just two colours and one wonders what was wrong with the former colour scheme. Only a small yellow sticker, reminds 
to the once distinguished yellow colour that was an essential part of  Lufthansa’s image. Lufthansa plans to have forty aircraft painted in the 
new colours by the end of 2018 and the whole operation to paint the complete fleet, will take seven years. Boeing 747-830 D-ABYA was the first 
aircraft in the new colours and is seen here during a demonstration tour at Düsseldorf. (8 February 2018, Wouter Cooremans)
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Belgium
Air Belgium has definitely selected Brussels-Charleroi 
airport as its base for operations. With this decision both the 
airline and the airport signed a ten year deal which included 
improvements to the airports infrastructure (for the termi-
nal and runway extension). The airline’s first two A340-300 
have been registered in the Belgian civil aviation register and 
operations are set to start at the end of March with flights to 
Hong Kong. In total Air Belgium has signed leases for four 
A340-300s, all former Finnair-aircraft.
The first B737MAX8 of Belgium has been delivered to TUI fly 
(Belgium) on the last day of January. The aircraft is now being 
deployed out of its Brussels base on its network.
Czech Republic
Another new B737MAX-operator this month is Travel Service 
Airlines. The aircraft, sporting the Smartwings-livery, was 
delivered on 1 February.
Denmark
Sun-Air, which operates sixteen Do328-300s is looking into 
renewing its fleet. Under consideration are the ERJ170 and 
175, but they are also looking at Sukhoi SSJ and Mitsubishi 
MRJ.
Finland
Finnair is planning to order up to thirty new narrow body air-
craft as part of a plan to renew its fleet. Currently the airline 
is studying the possibilities and plans to start negotiations 
with manufacturers at the end of this year. A final decision is 
expected early next year.
France
A possible legal battle with jetBlue Airways has forced French 
Blue to rebrand itself into French Bee. Earlier it was reported 
that the airline was to be named just “French”, but now the 
“Bee” part has been added. The rebranding is necessary as 
the airline starts operating to the US as of May, to San Fran-
cisco (CA).
La Compagnie has decided to move operations from Paris-
Charles de Gaulle to Paris-Orly. The move will come at the 
start of this year’s summer season. The airline operates two 
B757-200 to Newark (NJ), which are set to be replaced by two 
A321neos in April and September 2019.
Germany
With the start of the 2018-2019 winter season Eurowings will 

consolidate all of its long-haul operations at Düsseldorf and 
with it closing down its current long-haul base at Cologne.
Italy
The process of the sale of Alitalia is still ongoing and there are 
still lots of companies interested in (parts) of the airline. Cur-
rently the most named airlines in the running are Air France-
KLM (with the help of Delta Air Lines), Lufthansa, Wizz Air and 
Ryanair. A final decision is expected in the upcoming weeks, 
depending on the outcome of the Italian national elections.
In the meantime Meridiana has unveiled its new branding 
into Air Italy, which it hopes will position the airline as the 
new national carrier in Italy. In the coming years the airline, 
owned for 49% by Qatar Airways, will take delivery of 20 
B737MAX8s and five A330s, all coming via Qatar Airways. Air 
Italy is eventually planning a fleet of fifty aircraft, including 
twenty B787-8s, which are also coming from Qatar Airways.
Latvia
During the Aviation Finance Conference, the CFO of Air 
Baltic said that the airline is planning to order fourteen more 
CS300s which it will use to replace its fleet of twelve DHC8-
400s. Currently the airline operates seven CS300s and still has 
thirteen on order. No timeframe by the CFO has been given 
on when the order will be placed.
Norway
Next year Norwegian will see the arrival of their first 
A321neoLRs and the company is planning to establish more 
operations out of European airports with these aircraft 
and use them on transatlantic flights. Airports under 
consideration are Berlin-Schönefeld, Brussels, Budapest and 
Prague. Norwegian will also base up to eight A321neoLRs at 
its London-Gatwick base from 2020.
Russia
Avia Capital Services, a unit of Rostec, and Aeroflot signed 
a lease agreement for fifty MC-21-300s. The first aircraft is 
expected in 2020 and the last in 2026 and the planes will be 
leased for twelve years. Aeroflot wants to operate the aircraft 
on both domestic as well as international destinations.
One of the largest Russian tour operators, Intourism, is plan-
ning to start its own airline from the summer season of 2019. 
The company relied heavily on defunct VIM Airlines and 
wants to decrease the risk of not being possible of flying their 
customers to their destinations.

For more than 30 years the aircraft flew in the United States 
as N937F for not only ONA, but also for Ozark Air Lines and TWA. In May 2009 the aircraft was ferried to Africa and was registered as S9-PSM 
for Tamarind Air. In January 2010 already the aircraft moved to Kenya and was registered as 5Y-BXM where it flew for Africa West Cargo and 
Astral Aviation. As the aircraft was originaly built as a DC-9-33CF (convertible freighter), it could easily be used as a  cargo aircraft without 
being converted. In January 2018, the almost fifty year old aircraft found a new operator in Mexico and was delivered to Aeronaves TSM. It is 
seen here all white during its ferry flight from Africa to Mexico at Las Palmas,  Gran Canaria still with its Kenyan registration. (14 January 2018, 
Frank Schuchardt)
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IrAero, which currently operates only small aircraft like the 
An-24, An-26, CRJ200 and SSJ, is planning to expand the fleet 
this year with a Boeing 767 and is also looking into operating 
B777s.
As Sukhoi launched a 75-seat of its SSJ, S7 Airlines has 
expressed its intention to acquire 100 of the new plane. The 
airline is now in negotiations about the terms of the deal. 
Sukhoi plans to introduce the new variant in 2022.
Ural Airlines is seeking to expand the fleet this year with two 
A320s and five A321s, but is having troubles finding suitable 
planes. The airline also claims that it has signed lease agree-
ments for two A321neoLRs, which are expected next year. 
Ural is also looking at a possible order for the B737MAX8 in 
2020-2021 and is also studying the feasibility of long-haul 
operations.
Serbia
Air Serbia will withdraw two of its four remaining B737-300, 
used by Aviolet, from operations at the end of March. The 
airline also plans to return two A320s to their lessors, which 
will be replaced by two leased A320neos at the end of this 
year.
Slovenia
Adria Airways is going to expand its fleet with several Saab 
2000s and two CRJ900s. It is expected that the Saabs will come 
from the assets of Swiss airline Darwin Airline, which was 
previously owned by Adria Airways before its bankruptcy.
Turkey
The new Istanbul Airport will open for commercial flights on 
29 October. A day later the transition of flights from Istan-
bul-Ataturk will start. Turkish Airlines is planning to end its 
operations at Ataturk on 31 October. The “IST” airport code 
will transfer from Ataturk to the new airport on 30 October. 
After all flights moved to the new airport the old airport will 
become a business aviation airport.

Africa
Egypt
Air Leisure, which recently acquired three former Emirates 
A330-200s, is seeking the market for more A330s. With the 
A330s, Air Leisure plans to fly scheduled flights from Aswan 
to destinations in China as well as charter flights to China 
and Japan.

Rwanda
To be able to expand its operations, RwandAir has asked 
Airbus and Boeing for proposals for extra A330s and B737s or 
B737MAXs. The airline wants to expand, but cautiously, and 
has plans to serve Guangzhou and New York-JFK.
Tunisia
Tunisair is in talks with Airbus about speeding up the deli-
very of five A320neos, which are now planned for delivery 
in 2021. The airline would like to take delivery of their new 
planes in 2019 and 2020 instead.

Asia
Bangladesh
The first of four B787-8s will join the Biman Bangladesh Air-
lines fleet in August, with the second Dreamliner to arrive in 
November. The airline also intends to resume operations to 
European destinations Manchester and Rome.
China
China Southern Airlines has signed a deal with Boeing to 
start a production line for the conversion of its B737NGs into 
freighters.
Aside the four A350-900s, which were already due through 
leasing corporations, Sichuan Airlines has ordered ten A350-
900s directly with Airbus. 
India
IndiGo Airlines is considering to convert a part of its massive 
405 A320-order for a number of A321LR’s. Sources say that up 
to 25 A321s are being considered. The airline is also await-
ing approval to start services into European destinations 
London, Paris and Madrid with A330s.
Malaysia
Berjaya Air intends to add two ATR42-500s this year for 
flights out of Kuala Lumpur Subang.
Thailand
Bangkok Airways ordered four ATR72-600s at the recent Sin-
gapore Airshow to replace its older ATR72-500s. Deliveries 
are expected between October 2018 and March 2019.

Latin America
Chile
Due to low reliability issues related to its Rolls Royce Trent 
1000 engines, two B787-8s of LATAM have been parked at Vic-
torville (CA) until the issues have been resolved.

This CRJ200 was originaly delivered in 2000 to Maersk Air. After Maersk Air this airframe was operated by Austrian Styrian Spirit and short 
lived Markoss Aviation from the UK. In May 2009 Canadian airline Voyageur Airways acquired the aircraft and it was subsequently registered 
as C-FXLH. Voyageur Airways is specialized in wet-lease services and between August 2009 and July 2017 the aircraft was operated on behalf 
of the United Nations. After its return to Voyageur Airways in the summer of 2017, the aicraft was placed on a new lease to Aruba Airlines. The 
CRJ is seen here in full Aruba Airlines colours with its Canadian registration C-FXLH. (Curaçao, 7 February 2018, Ton Jochems)
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Dominican Republic
History repeats; as PAWA Dominicana has been grounded by 
local authorities due to late payments, just as what happened 
before the airline its previous demise some years ago.
Ecuador
TAME Ecuador intends to add three ATR42s two ATR72s and 
six A320 family aircraft through leasing companies this year, 
in order to boost its domestic operations and become profit-
able again.

Middle East
Israel
Israir is planning to expand its fleet with three aircraft this 
year; one ATR72, one A320 and a B737MAX8. The last one 
would be the strange one, as the airline currently only oper-
ates ATR72 and A320-planes.
Jordan
Royal Jordanian Airlines is planning to cancel its last order 
for a B787-8 as the airline has come to the conclusion that 
it can’t operate the plane profitably. Instead the airline will 
focus in growing its narrowbody fleet and transform into a 
single family type narrow body fleet. Royal Jordanian wants 
to have thirty planes in the fleet by 2022, up with four com-
pared to its fleet now. The decision about which aircraft 
family the fleet will focus on is to be decided in the upcom-
ing months and the CEO said that it “can be Airbus, it can be 
Bombardier, it can be Embraer, it can be Boeing. Anything”.
Oman
Oman Air has taken delivery of its first B737MAX8. If you 
want to spot the aircraft you can that at, of course, Muscat, 
but also on its flights to Salalah, Delhi and Kuwait.
Qatar
On 21 February Qatar Airways took delivery of the first A350-
1000. As of 24 February the aircraft is flying on the London-
Heathrow route.

North America
Canada
Ahead of the first CS300 deliveries in 2019Q3, Air Canada will 

retire its 25 ERJ190s, as these will be put up for sale. A capac-
ity gap will not occur, as this will be bridged by the airline’s 
A319s. 
United States of America
Hawaiian Airlines is rumored not to take delivery of six A330-
800 at all, as the airline might be close to signing a deal with 
Boeing for six B787s. If true, Airbus will lose its only customer 
for this sub-type, which only just emerged from the Airbus 
factory.
Northern Air Cargo has taken delivery of its first B767 
freighter. The aircraft is currently operating between Miami 
(FL) and San Juan (PR). The airline expects to receive two 
more B767s.
Swift Air has indeed cancelled the Eastern Air Lines deals for 
forty MRJ-90s (twenty orders and twenty options) and ten 
B737 MAX8s it inherited after taking over Eastern.
United Airlines is buying three B767-300s from Hawaiian Air-
lines. The trio is expected to join the fleet this year. Further-
more, forty CRJ200s will be added to Air Wisconsin’s feeder 
fleet under the United Express banner.
UPS Airlines exercised its rights to upgrade options for four-
teen B747-8s into orders and ordered four more B767-300s.

Oceania
Australia
Qantas has decided to alter some of its 99 A320neo-family 
orders to include 18 A321neoLRs, which will be used by Jetstar 
Airways. Originally the order consisted of 54 A320neos and 45 
A321neos. Qantas has secured the rights to keep the order 
flexible, meaning they can easily swap between the A320neo 
or A321neo if needed. The new A321neoLRs are to be deliv-
ered between 2020 and 2022.
On 3 February Virgin Australia phased out its last ERJ190 with a 
flight from Newcastle Williamtown to Brisbane-International.

Aircraft orders
Underlining means an update compared to last month. We 
only report orders as published by the aircraft manufacturers.

This former TNT Airways Boeing 737-300SF will be delivered to Longhao Airlines from  China. Longhao Airlines is a new airline which was  
awarded its AOC (air operator certificate) on 28 March 2017 and launched scheduled domestic revenue services the next day with a flight 
between Jiangsu Nantong Xindong Airport and its Guangzhou Baiyun Airport main base. Initial equipment were three Boeing 737-300(F) 
freighters. This former TNT aircraft will be the fourth aircraft. The new carrier’s fleet plan calls for the addition of five more freighter aircraft 
in each of its first ten years of operation. Besides Boeing 737 classic aircraft, Longhao is also seen as a likely customer for Boeing 737-800BCF 
conversions. Boeing 737-300SF OE-IBZ is seen here at Brussels in full Longhao colours, but still with its old Austrian OE-IBZ registration. (12

Wrecks & Relics
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Netherlands
On 15 February, both Dutch Hawker Hunters returned to 
the skies, taking off from their homebase Leeuwarden.  In 
the morning Hunter T8C G-BWGL was the first to fly, while 
single seater Hunter F6A G-KAXF, joined its mate in the after-
noon. It was the first time both aircraft flew after the type 
was grounded as a result of the crash of G-BXFI during an 
air display, near Shoreham Airport, on 22 August 2015. Only 
recently the CAA ban on civilians flying fast jets has been lifted 
and now the Hunters can spread their wings again. Thanks 
to the dedication of Horizon Aircraft and the Dutch Hawker 
Hunter Flight both aircraft can now fly safely again, although 
they are destined to leave to the UK for deep maintenance.

Australia
By the time you read this, a new Spitfire should have arrived 
in Archerfield. The fighter is Mk.XVIe TE392 (CBAF.IX4551) 
which is acquired by a local company, Fighter Pilot Adventure 
Flights. TE392 served as gateguard at several RAF bases from 
1952 to 1984. It was then obtained by Douglas W. Arnold War-
birds of Great Britain Ltd. for restoration. This was only par-
tially completed when the project was sold to the USA in 1993 
where the restoration continued. Registered as N97RW, the 
Spitfire was flown as ‘ZX-Z’ by the Lone Star Flight Museum 
of Galveston (TX) since 1999. Unfortunately it was damaged 
by floods caused by hurricane Ike on 13 September 2008. In 
the years that followed N97RW was repaired at Breckenridge 
(TX) until it was finally sold to Australia.  After a 10 year res-
toration project Performance Aero will be putting the finish-
ing touches and reassembling her, it is expected that TE392 
will be gracing the Australian skies by August of this year. 
Last year, on 3 November 2017, the RAAF officially handed 
over their Lockheed AP-3C Orion A9-753 to the Historical 
Aircraft Restoration Society. This followed the Australian 
Department of Defence receiving approval from the United 
States State Department to release the Orion for historic 
flying operations. The Orion joined the collection of historic 
aircraft at the HARS complex at Illawarra Regional Airport.  It 
also enhances the collection of maritime patrol craft which 
includes a Consolidated Catalina, two Lockheed P2V-7 Nep-
tunes and a Grumman Tracker. Now HARS has gained another 
AP-3C Orion, this time for their Parkes Aviation Museum. 
According to observations airframe A9-759 was flown in on 
15 February and it is expected to remain on static display.

Belgium
We are happy to provide more information on Superma-
rine Spitfire Mk.XVI SL721 in transit to Europe of which we 
reported in Scramble 465. The aircraft, C-GVZB (CBAF.IX4756), 
is indeed coming to Belgium as a reservation was made in the 
Belgian civil register for registration OO-XIV. The reserva-
tion was made by Flying Aces Services & Training (F.A.S.T.) 
of Brasschaat, the company of Frédéric Vormezeele (son of 
Eric Vormezeele). The registration is a bit of a mystery, as the 
fighter is actually a XVI and not a XIV.

Canada
It was a sad day for Canadian aviation when Sabre 5 C-GSBR 
‘Hawk One’ left its home at Vintage Wings of Canada on 27 
January to head to a new owner in the USA. But the Sabre 
obviously did not want to leave Canadian soil! Soon after 
departure, pilot Paul Kissman had to return to Gatineau with 
some mechanical issues. So ‘Hawk One’ will be in the Vintage 
Wings hangar for another week or two while the gremlins 
get worked out.

France
An organisation called ‘Les Ailes de l’Ouest’ which is based 
near Nantes, is expecting a new project in March. The project 
is Morane Saulnier 733 F-BKOM (36) which is planned to be 
restored to airworthy condition.  The volunteers of ‘Les Ailes 
de l’Ouest’ are already known for their restoration skills, as 
they are currently working to bring Antonov 2 HA-MEP back 
into the air. Parts of another An-2, F-AZHB, that was amongst 
the scenery of the Hellfest festival, will be used in the restora-
tion of HA-MEP. 

Germany
The Hangar10 flying museum of Usedom has announced 
the arrival, on 5 February, of a new, airworthy, Bf-109G-14 
WkNr.462707, registered as D-FMGV. Strangely enough, this 
aircraft has taken the identity of  a static-only Bf-109G-14, 
said to be WkNr.462707, that was on display at the museum 
up until a year or so ago - until it went away. That non-fly-
ing aircraft had been largely made of new parts and original 
non-airworthy parts for display purpose only. Then, on 20 
April 2017, the former Richard Lake Buchon G-AWHE (67) was 
sold to Hangar10, with reports at the time claiming it was 
going to be re-engined with a DB605. The full restoration and 
engine conversion of this machine is said to have taken place 
in 2017, by Rare Bird Aviation. This is an Austrian - Hungarian 

Warbirds

After their service life had ended, many Douglas A-26 Invaders were converted into fast executive aircraft and so was this machine, former 
USAAF 44-35562. In the early sixties it became N7079G, an On Mark Marketeer conversion, which was used by the Texas Gas Transmission Corp.

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company, based at Meidl Airport, LHFM in Hungary but not 
far from Vienna. The new D-FMGV carries the same fuselage 
code ‘2 >’ as the old WkNr.462707.
In the past months a Cessna O-1, N4891R (22280), was offered 
for sale through Ebay after it was damaged during a ground 
loop on 25 July 2017. This Birddog is the former US Army 
51-11967. The US registration was cancelled on 20 February 
as sold to Germany. It is not known yet what its future desti-
nation will be.

Greece
It seems that Greece will have its own flying Spitfire. MJ755, 
a Mk.IXc (CBAF. IX1285) flew for the Royal Hellenic Air Force 
from 1947 to 1953. It was then stored at Hellenikon AB until 
1972. From that year on the fighter was displayed at the Hel-
lenic War Museum, Athens and finally the Hellenic Air Force 
Museum, Tatoi-Dekelia. In 2008 the Spit was dismantled and 
stripped there with the intention to restore it to airwor-
thy condition. Obviously the Greeks have now realised that 
restoring a Spitfire is a specialist’s job. It is for this reason 
that they have now shipped the aircraft to a yet undisclosed 
restorer in the UK.

India
In March, former Air Atlantique Dakota G-AMSV will leave 
the UK for its new destination, the vintage fleet of the Indian 
Air Force. This unit, which already has a Tiger Moth and a 
Harvard aircraft in its inventory is stationed at the Hindon 
Air Base in Uttar Pradesh. The plane underwent a six-year-
long restoration in Coventry. The Dakota, christened ‘Par-
ashurama’, bears the serial ‘VP905’, to commemorate the 
first such aircraft in Indian service that transported troops 
to Jammu and Kashmir during the first India-Pakistan war 
in 1947. The aircraft is a gift from the obviously wealthy Mr. 
Rajeev Chandrasekar to the India Air Force.

United Kingdom
On 22 February, The Fighter Collection owned Sea Fury T20 
WG655 (G-CHFP) made its first flight since it was re-engined.  
It is now powered by a Pratt&Whitney R2800 with a four-
bladed prop coming from a Grumman Guardian. More than 
two years ago it was decided that the original Bristol Cen-
taurus engine was to be overhauled but that turned out to 
be such a lengthy process that an alternative powerplant has 
been chosen.
Peter Teichman, the owner of the Hangar 11 collection of 
North Weald, has obtained a new, more personal, registration 

for his Spitfire Mk.IX PT879 project G-BYDE (CBAF IX.2922). It 
is now officially registered as G-PTIX. One can imagine that 
these letters indicate the owner’s initials and the aircraft’s 
Mark.

United States
In 2015, only weeks before a Dakota was to be cut apart and 
remanufactured as a modern turbo-prop Basler BT-67, the 
historical value of this aircraft was discovered. The aircraft, 
serial 42-92847, nicknamed ‘That’s All, Brother’, turned out 
to be the actual lead aircraft for the D-Day invasion. After 
returning from the initial drop of 101st Airborne Division 
paratroopers on D-Day, it towed a glider to Normandy, carry-
ing essential supplies and men of the 82nd Airborne Division 
into the heart of the battle. The aircraft remained on combat 
status throughout the European campaign, participating in 
Operation Market Garden, the relief of Bastogne during the 
Battle of the Bulge, and the crossing of the Rhine River. After 
the war it passed through sixteen civilian owners and it ended 
up in the airshow circuit, flying in SE Asia camouflage as an 
USAF AC-47. Thanks to a Kickstarter funding campaign, the 
Commemorative Air Force (CAF) has been able to save and 
restore the plane to flying condition. It took more than 22,000 
hours of painstaking effort to repair or replace any deficient 
structure, hardware and systems. Finally on 31 January, the 
aircraft made its first post restoration flight, conducted by 
CAF veterans Doug Rozendaal and Tom Travis at Wittman 
Field in Oshkosh (WI). After a number of test flights, ‘That’s 
All, Brother’ will head to her new home with the CAF Central 
Texas Wing in San Marcos (TX). The goal is to have ‘That’s 
All, Brother’ fully airworthy in time to fly back to France in 
2019 as part of the 75th anniversary commemoration of the 
D-Day invasion.
Currently under restoration at AvSpecs in New Zealand is 
Supermarine Spitfire Mk.XVIe TB252 (CBAF.IX3807). The 
fighter, registered as N752TB, is offered for sale through 
Platinum Fighter Sales This Spitfire has historic value for our 
Belgians friends as it served as ‘MN-J’ in 350 sq Belgian Air 
Force in 1945-1946. From 1950 to 1988 it served as gateguard 
at several RAF stations before it was salvaged by Historic 
Flying Ltd. of Audley End. It was then registered as G-XVIE 
and restoration was taken up. In 2002 the project was bought 
by Tony Banta/ Banta Aviation Corp, Livermore (CA) who 
reregistered it as N752TB and had it shipped to New Zealand 
for further restoration.

Obviously in winter conditions (or any condition) they need 
to be on, in order to prevent the pitot probes from icing up 
during the whole flight (from leaving the gate until arriv-
ing at destination). They provide critical information to the 
pilots, and if turned off they can be blocked by ice build-up. 
This causes false information to show up on the pilot’s dis-
plays, especially for pressure instruments like airspeed and 
altitude. In this particular case the airspeed readouts were 
false, with one indicating an increasing speed and the other 
showing a decrease. If the autopilot is coupled to the faulty 
side (the one with increasing speed) it will start to pitch up 
while the correct side (with the accurate speed) will, as a 
consequence, start to decrease. The flight crew got various 
warnings about airspeed disagreements but for unknown 
reasons decided not to act upon it, up to the point where 
they switched off the autopilot and flew it manually! This 
resulted in a high pitch attitude, causing the Antonov to lose 
speed below the stall speed (where the air over the wings is 
not sufficient anymore to create lift) and the aircraft pitched 
down aggressively. The crew was unable to recover from this 
unusual attitude with the crash as the result.
On 22 February Rosaviatsia recommended, based on pre-
liminary findings (without disclosing those findings) to pay 
attention to the following points:
- Preparation of aircraft for flight and decision making about 
conducting a flight with delayed failures and malfunctions 
in accordance with minimum equipment list requirements

navigation systems, control systems)
In all likelihood this will go down as a crash due to pilot error, 
as they neglected to follow the correct procedures in case of 
a critical system malfunction.

Last contact registered 
by flight tracking website FlightRadar24 was at 09:25:59, 
when the flight had just reacted FL170.
The approach procedure for Yasuj Airport is a circling NDB 
approach with a 25 miles minimum safe altitude (MSA) circle 
of 11,500 to 15,500ft. Flights from Tehran first have to cross 
the Zagros Mountains, which is an 80 kilometre mountain 
range with a highest elevation of 14,465ft, being Mount 
Dena. After arriving over the NDB at the airport at 17,000ft, 
a certain kind of approach has to be flown for landings on 
runway 13/31. After the aircraft disappeared, helicopters 
were dispatched and sighted the aircraft in terrain accessi-
ble only by helicopters. Rescue forces are being dispatched 
on site. The airline subsequently reported no survivors were 
found at the crash site. At the time of the mishap weather in 
the area was really poor, with strong winds and snow, which 
also hampered the initial search and rescue operations.
On 19 February local officials reported the wreckage was 
located in the range of Dangazloo and Noqol, about eleven 
miles north-northeast of Yasuj. Later that same day CAO 
(Iran’s Civil Aviation Authority) denied that report stating 
the exact location of the wreckage has still not been deter-
mined, with the last radar contact being fourteen miles from 
Yasuj. The next day, 20 February, the wreckage was located, 
by helicopters and unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs), thirty 
metres below the peak of the mountains south of Noqol, or at 
a height of 13,120ft.

On Friday 9 February 2018, the Finnish Defence Forces “Dragon 
Shield” airborne surveillance system achieved its final 
operational capability. The Dragon Shield system provides 

larger cargo aircraft with the ability to collect electronic 
intelligence, communications or signals intelligence 
capabilities in order to enhance situational awareness for the 
aircrew and provide command and control nodes with better 
imagery intelligence. 
According to Lockheed Martin, who produces this roll-on/
roll-off integrated intelligence system, an Airbus Military 
C295M cargo aircraft was modified in order to integrate the 
Dragon Shield System. This particular aircraft, serial CC-1 
(035), was delivered to Finland on 6 March 2007 and joined 
the transport wing TukiLLv. This unit is nowadays based at 
Tampere-Pirkkala. 
Together with Finnish industry, Lockheed Martin heavily 
modified the aircraft and it was first noted with various humps 
and antennas in September 2013 at Tikkakoski. However, 
integration with all systems did not work out smoothly and 
it took until February 2018 before the final operational capa-
bility was achieved. 
The ELINT/SIGINT unit, TukiLLv/3 Flight, soldiered on 
with the SIGINT modified Fokker F27-100, serial FF-1. This 
Fokker was delivered to the Finnish Air Force in May 1982 
after a short lease that started in July 1980. The aircraft was 
modified to the SIGINT role somewhere in 1996 and was last 
noted in July 2015. Most probably the Fokker was withdrawn 
from use shortly after that and part of the specific role was 
fulfilled by the unit’s Learjet 35A. Hopefully we can see this 
rarely noticed Fokker in the Finnish Air Force museum in the 
near future.

Norske Luftforsvaret (AF)
The next batch of six Lockheed-Martin F-35A Lightning 
II aircraft for Norway is known. On 30 January 2018, 5205 
(AM-11) performed its first flight from the L-M facility at 
Ft. Worth (TX). All six aircraft are LRIP X (Low Rate Initial 
Production) and part of fiscal year 2015.
Norway is struggling with the required number of flight 
hours for the NH90 in both frigate-based ASW operations 
and SAR, fishery and border protection operations. The 
number of flight hours a year needed is 5,400 for the entire 
fleet, whilst the analysis performed by the armed forces only 
calculates an availability of 2,100 flight hours a year. In 2001, 
Norway ordered fourteen NH90 helicopters of which six are 
to undertake the frigate-based ASW operations and eight for 
the SAR, fishery and border protection. 
This huge gap in flight hours forces Norway to reassess how 
to get the most out of this investment. The head of the armed 
forces, Admiral Haakon Bruun-Hanssen, recommends all 
fourteen helicopters to be used in the anti-submarine warfare 
mission. As he says, the NH90 helicopter is mainly a weapon 
platform that is crucial to the frigates’ ability to detect and 
fight submarines. This ASW mission cannot be performed 
by another platform, so the Coast Guard’s requirements 
could be met by civilian operators or unmanned systems. 
Norway’s defence ministry says it will consider the report’s 
recommendations before making a final decision.

Sweden
Försvarsmaktens Helikopterflottilj (JF)
Whilst Norway is struggling with the needed number of flying 
hours for the NH90 helicopter, Sweden has different issues 
with the NH90 (Hkp14) helicopter. The Swedish parliament 
requires an investigation on the claimed flying costs of the 
Hkp14 helicopters. The Armed Forces consider to completely 
stop using the Hkp14 variant that is intended for ground 
operations. The Defence Minister, Peter Hultqvist, does not 
want to take a stand for the future of the helicopters, but first 
needs a proper review of the background.
According to the information provided, the costs of a flight 
hour for the Hkp14 is five times as high as for the Hkp16 Black 
Hawk helicopter. In this case around €20,000 versus €4,000 
per flying hour. The Hkp14 is already troubled with a long 
history of delays and performance issues. In 2011, it was 
decided to order fifteen Black Hawk helicopters because of a 
high demand in transport helicopters. Looking at the various 
articles in the Swedish media, the eighteen Hkp14 helicopters 
are split between nine Hkp14E helicopters intended for 
ground operations and nine Hkp14F helicopters intended for 
ASW operations. The expectation is that also the ASW version 
is too expensive, but at this moment all fingers are pointed at 
the Hkp14E variant.

HH-101A MM81864 of the Aeronautica Militare belongs to 15° Stormo at Cervia, more specifically the 81° Centro Addestramento Equipaggi. The 
unit specialises in SAR and CSAR and was present at the TLP for this purpose. (Albacete, 13 February 2018, José Damián González Martínez)
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Flygvapnet (AF)
Saab Aircraft announced details of the latest order from the 
Swedish Defence Materiel Administration (FMV) to provide 
operational and development support for the Gripen fighter 
aircraft. The package covers a period of three years, from 
2018 to 2020, and has a total value of €135 million. 
The order from FMV includes operating activities in rigs, 
simulators and test aircraft for the verification and validation 
of the current Gripen C/D and the forthcoming Gripen E 
fighter aircraft systems, plus operational support for the 
in-service Gripen C/D. Saab Aircraft completed a successful 
first flight of its prototype Gripen E (serial 39-8) on 15 June 
2017. 
Three single-seat JAS39E Gripen prototypes will be 
completed. Aircraft 39-8 will mainly be used for airframe and 
general flight control tests and 39-9 as a tactical systems test-
bed, while 39-10 will be completed as a production-standard 
airframe.
Sweden will soldier on for the coming four years with the 
Tp84 Hercules transport aircraft. Marshall Aerospace and 
Defence Group has won the contract to support the fleet of the 
venerable transport aircraft, by providing depth maintenance 
services. Since 1974 Marshall has supported the Swedish 
Armed Forces’ Hercules fleet with an unbroken maintenance 
programme covering all levels of maintenance, engineering 
support, technical modifications, surge requirement support 
at base and supply chain services. 
At this moment Sweden operates a fleet of six Tp84 transport 
aircraft, the oldest one was delivered in May 1969. An addi-
tional two Hercules aircraft were flown to Cambridge in 2014 
and are since then stored with Marshall.

With reference to Scramble 464, as announced 12(B)sq is 
slated to be re-activated as Typhoon squadron in the future. 
It is now reported that this will happen in 2018, the exact 
date however is not known yet. It has also been reported that 
41(TES)sq will re-allocate from RAF Coningsby to BAE Warton 
to make space for 12(B)sq. But again, no confirmation or time 
line is known yet.
The last Tornado GR4A was retired from service on 12 
December 2017. The aircraft in question was ZA370, and 
it was operated by 9(B)sq until this date. It flew to RAF 
Leeming where it was inducted into the Return To Parts 

(RTP) programme. In total twenty-five Tornado GR1A jets 
were converted to GR4A standard. Two of them were lost in 
accidents (ZG710/D of XIIIsq on 22 March 2003 and ZG711/O 
of II(AC)sq on 24 October 2006) and one is in use for fire 
service training by the DFT&DC at Manston (ZA398). All 
others underwent the same faith as ZA370.
The fifth and final Phenom 100 was delivered to RAF Cranwell 
on 18 January 2018. It is expected that the aircraft will take up 
a temporary British civil registration first after acceptance 
trials have been completed. The aircraft are planned to 
commence operations with 45(R)sq in April 2018. It is not yet 
known when the Beech 200/200GT aircraft currently in use 
by this squadron will be withdrawn from use. According to 
some sources both types will first be used side-by-side for 
some time.
The Chinook replacement programme is still in the 
assessment phase, but it was confirmed that the British 
forces will require a manned platform to replace the current 
Chinook fleet. Most likely the Ministry of Defence (MoD) will 
wait until the CH-47F Block II becomes available in 2023. 
The future purchase could include MH-47G helicopters for 
Special Forces support.

The Afghan Air Force has taken delivery of four Sikorsky 
UH-60A+ Black Hawk helicopters on 23 January 2018. 
According to a local source, it is the second batch of Sikorsky 
UH-60A+ Black Hawk helicopters delivered after the first four 
in September 2017. The UH-60A+ Black Hawk is a UH-60A 
model with the UH-60L engine to tolerate the heat extremes 
in Afghanistan.
A big task is set aside for NATO’s Train, Advise, Assist 
Command-Air (TAAC Air) mission in Afghanistan. Over the 
next six years, the Afghan Air Force is set to grow to a fleet 
of up to 259 aircraft and 12,000 personnel. The mission is 
more than new equipment. Operating an Air Force also 
involves mastering command & control, managing logistics 
and supplies and training personnel. The US and NATO allies 
ultimately want to build a force that is professional, capable 
and self-sufficient. 
NATO TAAC-Air’s ultimate effort is to put themselves out 

of business. The biggest project the NATO team faces in the 
short term is building an Afghan force to man the new Black 
Hawk helicopters. In total 159 Black Hawks are scheduled to 
be delivered. A third of the fleet will be the UH-60FFF variant 
(Fixed Forward Firing). The Black Hawks will eventually 
replace the ageing Mi-17 helicopters. The first Afghan Black 
Hawk pilots graduated from a conversion training course 
at Kandahar airfield in November 2017. In order to handle 
the pipeline, training for the new Black Hawk aircrew will 
take place not just at Ft. Rucker (AL), but also at so-called 
contracted “schoolhouses” in Czechia, Slovakia, the United 
Arab Emirates and other countries around the world. 
In addition to the Black Hawk, the Afghan Air Force is 
scheduled to receive the first of 32 AC-208 Cessna Caravan 
in 2018. Over the modernisation period, the air force will 
also receive 31 more MD530G-I Cayuse Warrior Scout ground 
attack helicopters and six more Embraer A-29s by 2023 
bringing the total to 25 Embraer A-29 Super Tucano aircraft.

The F-16V is claimed by the company to be the latest and most 
advanced combat-proven jet of the family in the market. If 
selected by India, the company expects the production of the 
F-16V from India to go on for decades. The offer to India is to 
set up production in India and any future orders from outside 
will be met through the aircraft made in India. According to 
Joe LaMarca, vice president of Lockheed Martin, the Indian 
Air Force requires 100 single-seat fighter aircraft. 
Boeing Company is in talks with the Indian Navy to sell 
its F/A-18 Super Hornet fighter aircraft. In 2017 the Navy

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invited  proposals for 57 aircraft for its aircraft carriers,

The company said that both the orders for the Navy and the 
Air Force should be combined, making it the biggest fighter 
aircraft order. Next to that, Boeing also sees opportunities for 
its KC-46 multirole tanker aircraft in India.

The company 
says it is open to technology transfer as part of any Gripen 
deal. No details on the timeline for any acquisition have been 
released, with Saab officials indicating that they are unsure 
of when any decision would be made by New Delhi. Like 
Boeing, Saab Aerospace also said that both the orders for the 
Navy and the Air Force should be combined.
Bharatiya Vayu Sena (AF)
With the proposed purchase of twenty new Hawk training 
aircraft for the Indian Air Force already stalled for years, BAE 
Systems and the UK government have offered India a line of 
funding to land a contract for the aircraft. Over the preceding 
decades, India has shied away from defence aid, choosing to 
pay itself for weaponry and defence equipment needed for 
national defence. But now, with numerous defence purchases 
held up by budget shortfalls, and hundreds of millions in 
unspent money re-appropriated each year from the defence 
ministry, London has proposed to finance a Hawk deal 
through the UK Export Finance organization under its Direct 
Lending Facility. This facility is the equivalent of the US FMS 
(Foreign Military Sales). 
UK Export Finance says on its website that its mission is 
“to ensure no viable UK export fails for lack of finance 
or insurance, while operating at no net cost to the 
taxpayer”.  Indian Defence ministry sources say New Delhi 
has not yet accepted the offer. India has earlier signed two 
contracts with BAE Systems for Hawk training aircraft: Batch 
1 was for 66 aircraft in 2004 and Batch 2 for 57 aircraft was 
signed in 2008. 
The next phase in the replacement of the Indian Air Force’s 
ageing fleet of BAe748 transport aircraft (also known as Avro 
aircraft) is closer towards finalising. According to Defence 
News India, the commercial bidding for the programme is 
expected to be opened in the near future. Scramble Magazine 
already reported on this big-ticket in June 2015. The Defence 

Acquisition Council (DAC) cleared the deal on 13 May 2015 
with the lone bid of the Airbus-Tata consortium to replace the 
current fleet of Avro aircraft with 56 CASA C295M transport 
aircraft. 
The programme is the first major ‘Make in India’ programme 
in the defence sector under which 56 Airbus Military C295M 
transport aircraft are to be produced in partnership with the 
Tata Advanced Systems Ltd (TASL).

Japan
Some unit news came to light: around March 2019, 302 
Hikotai will move from Hyakuri to Misawa to become the 
first operational F-35A unit of the JASDF. Already in FY2019 
(starting March 2019) 3 Hikotai will move from Misawa to 
Hyakuri. FY2020 will see 301 Hikotai move from Hyakuri to 
Misawa to become the second F-35A unit and 501 Hikotai 
is planned to become a fighter Hikotai, but which type is 
available at that time? Also in FY2020 the KC-46A will enter 
service and will be based at Miho (405 Hikotai?) and 41 Kyoiku 
Hikotai will move from Miho to Hamamatsu.
Besides the 42 planned F-35As Japan will order, another twenty 
(or more) will be procured. This according to unnamed Japa-
nese government officials and they also stated some or all of 
this batch will be purchased directly from Lockheed Martin 
in order to save costs, totalling upto $ 30 million per frame.
Japan is exploring the possibility to procure the F-35B as 
an improvement of its current capabilities of defending the 
remote islands. Now it is the sole task of two Naha Hikotais, 
however the flying time to possible targets proves to be too 
long. Due to the runway length of commercial airports at

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these islands it is difficult to base F-15Js there. Because of its 
STOVL capabilities, operating the F-35B from these airports 
should much improve the coverage of the outer edges of 
Japan’s airspace.
As Italy is also producing two F-35 variants at one production 
centre, manufacturing the F-35B at Komaki should not be 
a problem. Procuring the F-35B would mean a short term 
solution to the problem of Japan’s next fighter and the aircraft 
will possibly be the successor to the older F-15s as only half of 
the fleet will be upgraded. Nyutabaru is rumoured to become 
the main base for the F-35B.
Many Scrambles ago we also reported the idea of converting 
the Izumo class helicopter carrier into a forward operating 
base for F-35B operations. Problem is re-enforcing the flight 
deck to resist the heat generated by the F-35B when landing 
vertically. However the main problem could prove to be 
politically as this is rather close to being an offensive strike 
capability, something Japan is forbidden to have by law. The 
minister of Defence Onodera denied having these plans in 
December, however by February a shipyard was awarded 
funds to start a study on enhancing the Izumo.
Another rumour, now one we think will not happen, is the 
JASDF procuring EA-18 Growlers in its search for electronic 
warfare aircraft able to knock-out enemy air defences. Once a 
very potent air defence force, Japan only now starts to replace 
its third and fourth  generation fighters by the F-35 and it 
seems rather unlikely extra funds will be made available 
for yet another type of aircraft. And an aircraft such as the 
Growler is also very close to being an offensive weapon.

It will be 2022 before the Royal Canadian Air Force receives 
all of the used Australian F/A-18s the government intends 
to purchase. The first two aircraft are not expected before 
mid-2019, despite the wish to have them in January 2019. 
The delivery schedule depends on when the RAAF will retire 
its Hornets and make them available for delivery to Canada. 
No decision has been made yet as to which base or unit the 
ex-RAAF aircraft will be assigned.
In 2011, Canada withdrew from the NATO AWACS community, 
or better, the NAEWF, which operates the E-3 fleet from 
Geilenkircen (Germany). Mid-February, during a summit of 
NATO Ministers of Defence in Brussels, Canada has pledged 
to join the programme again, which means Canadian aircrew 
will be part of international NATO E-3 crews again. 

United States
Joint US Forces (JF)
On 6 February 2018, the United States House of Representatives 
approved the law of financing for Government departments 
and organizations to assure no shortcomings would arise 
until 23 March 2018. Also, during the same time the United 
States defence budget was approved until September this 
year. For now, everything seems to be secured. The United 
States Senate also approved the law some two days later. 
Before that, on 20 January 2018, an United States Government 
shutdown was ordered. The shutdown lasted only 69 hours 
and flying operations within the US Air Force, US Navy, US 
Marines, US Army and US Coast Guard were not affected. The 
last government shutdown in the United States before 2018 
was in October 2013 and lasted more than two weeks.
United States Air Force (AF)
On 16 January 2018, three months after being relocated and 
re-designated, the 50th Air Refuelling Squadron completed 
its first refuelling mission with a KC-135 Stratotanker. The 
50th ARS is a former Little Rock AFB (AR) based C-130H 
Hercules squadron and was inactivated at the beginning of 
2016. Assigned to the 6th Air Mobility Wing, based at MacDill 

Noted on delivery to Saudi Arabia is C295W MOI-C3. It will be the third C295W operated by the MOI’s General Aviation Security Command, that 
operates them in patrol and transport roles. (Malta, 2 February 2018, Shaun Psaila)
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AFB (FL), the 50th ARS, named the Red Devils, was reactivated 
in October 2017 to fly KC-135R tanker aircraft.
After three months in the Middle East, on Sunday 20 January 
2018, the first wave of six F-16C Fighting Falcon aircraft from 
the Alabama Air National Guard’s 100th Fighter Squadron/ 
187th Fighter Wing were seen transiting Lajes Air Base in the 
Azores. The aircraft arrived from Ahmed Al Jaber Air Base 
in Kuwait where they had supported Operation Inherent 
Resolve (OIR). The first wave consisted of the following AL 
coded F-16s: 87-0218, 87-0219, 87-0220, 87-0222, 87-0282 
88-0400.
On 21 January, the second wave of four F-16s arrived at Lajes. 
That wave consisted of the following AL coded F-16s: 87-0217 
87-0263, 87-0271 and 87-0332. 
The ten F-16s eventually departed to the Continental United 
States (CONUS) on 22 January, with the destination being 
their home base, Dannelly Field Air National Guard Base, near 
Montgomery (AL). Of special note is that history repeated 
itself during the redeployment. For unknown reasons, two 
F-16s, 87-0342 and 88-0398 arrived some weeks later at Lajes, 
on 8 February 2017. They were probably unserviceable and 
left behind in Kuwait. Last year in February 2017, an AL coded 
F-16C, 88-0399, was left behind in Kuwait as well. 
As expected and related to last month’s A-10 deployment 
news, nine Moody AFB (GA) FT coded A-10Cs arrived at 
Lajes Air Base in the Azores on 21 January 2018. The Flying 
Tiger Thunderbolt-IIs were exchanged with A-10s from the 
303rd FS/ 442nd FW. However, the 303rd FS was reassigned 
to Kandahar Air Base in Afghanistan. Coming from Incirlik 
Air Base in Turkey and going back to the Continental United 
States (CONUS) were the following 74th FS/ 23rd Wing FT 
coded A-10Cs transiting Lajes: 78-0614, 78-0621, 78-0644, 
78-0646 79-0189, 79-0223, 80-0172, 80-0188 and 82-0657. 
79-0223 is marked 23FG.
The last three FT A-10s were seen transiting Morón Air Base 
in the South of Spain to their home base Moody on 6 February 
2018: 78-0616, 79-0157 and 80-0223.
On 26 January, two KC coded A-10s arrived at Lajes to augment 
the ten that already transited to Kandahar Air Base a few 
weeks before. The following two KC coded 303rd FS/ 442nd 
FW aircraft were involved: 79-0117 and 79-0123.
Related to the above A-10C Thunderbolt-II news comes the 
fact that at the beginning of 2016 it became known, through 
the Force Structure Actions-Fiscal Year 2017, that the USAF 
had the intention to transform two A-10 squadrons into F-16 
squadrons in 2018. The first squadron that would bring their 

A-10s for storage to Davis-Monthan AFB (AZ), and was to gain 
F-16s, was supposed to be the 303rd FS, part of the 442nd 
FW. The second squadron would be the 163rd FS, part of the 
122nd FW. 
The USAF recently requested funds to expand its efforts to 
keep the Warthogs flying. The basic problem the USAF faces 
at this moment, is that the A-10 is rapidly ageing and that a 
large portion of the fleet have to install new wings. At this 
moment there are 283 A-10s in operational USAF service, 
but only 173 have had their wings replaced during recent 
overhauls. The remaining 110 A-10s should also have had 
their wings replaced, but until now the US Congress has 
not provided additional funds to carry out the replacement 
works. Having been manufactured in 1978, some of the 303rd 
FS, KC coded and 163rd FS, IN coded A-10s will be forty years 
of age during 2018. Although both squadrons were earmarked 
to hand in their A-10s this year, we will have to wait and see 
how this going to evolve in the near future. 
At this moment the 303rd FS is deployed to Afghanistan and 
the 163rd FS is heavily involved in exercises throughout 
the United States. The last major exercise the 163rd FS 
participated in was the two-week joint exercise Guardian 
Blitz, that was held at MacDill AFB (FL) at the end January. 
To be continued. 
During August 2017, USAF (test) pilots had the opportunity to 
fly some basic surface attack missions in Textron Aviation’s 
AT-6 Wolverine turboprop, Textron Aviation’s Scorpion 
jet, Sierra Nevada Corp./Embraer’s A-29 Super Tucano and 
the L3/ Air Tractor Platform Integration Division’s AT-802L 
Longsword. At the beginning of February 2018, it became 
known that both the Scorpion and Longsword were no longer 
part of the USAF’s test- and experimental phase. The USAF 
narrowed the competition down to the Wolverine and the 
Super Tucano. Both aircraft have been chosen as the most 
feasible option. Although derived from the Beechcraft T-6 
Texan-II and Pilatus PC-9, the AT-6 Wolverine has not seen 
operational service. The Super Tucano is already being used 
by a dozen countries and has been used under operational 
conditions in countries in South America and Afghanistan. 
On top of that, the US supplied these Super Tucanos under 
Foreign Military Sales (FMS) projects. Further testing, 
experimentation and evaluation will take place during the 
coming months from May to July at Davis-Monthan AFB 
near Tucson (AZ). In 2017, the USAF was recommended 
the procure 300 OA-X light attack aircraft. This mainly to 
relieve the USAF-jet aircraft in the current inventory, that 
are frequently used during different deployments in various

concerning Air National Guard squadron is the 200th Airlift 
squadron, part of the 140th Wing and based at Peterson AFB 
near Colorado Springs (CO). The Colorado ANG’s 200th AS 
already operates the Learjet for more than two decades. At 
this moment it is uncertain if the Learjets will vacate Peterson 
or if they will stay in place. With no C-21As being replaced in 
the foreseeable future and Colorado Springs being the roots 
of many present day’s USAF Generals, one could wonder if 
the disbandment will be executed. The two C-21As involved 
are 86-0374 and 86-0377.
On 1 Februari 2018, the tail of a BD coded B-52H Stratofortress 
bomber was replaced with another tail. Already on 19 
December 2017, the Air Force Reserve Command’s B-52H 
with serial number 61-0051 experienced a lightning strike 
that tore a man-sized hole in the tail. The incident occurred 
upon landing at Barksdale AFB (LA). Striking is the fact that 
the Stratofortress, belonging to the 93rd Bomb Squadron/ 
307th Bomb Wing, was fitted with a 49th Test and Evaluation 
Squadron OT coded B-52H tail. It is known that besides the 
309th AMARG, that has thirteen B-52Hs in storage, normally 
a handful are also kept in operational storage at Barksdale 
AFB. It seems that one of the 49th TES B-52Hs is permanently 
withdrawn from use.                     
Having two names, the Headhunters and the Juvats, the 
Kunsan based 80th Fighter Squadron, part of the 8th Fighter 
Wing, participated with six WP coded F-16 Fighting Falcons 
in the annual, bilateral exercise Commando Sling 18 at 
Paya Lebar Air Base in Singapore. Having started in 1990, 
Commando Sling exercises are focussed on enhancing and 
evaluating tactical coordination of air tactics, techniques 
and procedures between USAF and RSAF aviation units. 
With no aircraft assigned, the USAF’s 497th Combat Training 
Squadron, which is based in Singapore, provides the main 
coordination for US participation in the exercise. The recent 
Commando Sling exercise started on 15 January 2018 and 
lasted till 2 February 2018. The following WP coded F-16Cs 
were identified at Paya Lebar: 88-0479, 89-2074 and 90-0742.
On 14 February it was announced by representatives from 
USAF’s Air Combat Command, that it was planned to officially 
retire the General Atomics MQ-1B Predator from USAF-
service on Friday 9 March 2018. Although not announced, 
it is expected that during that day there will be a phasing 

out ceremony at Creech AFB (NV). Also, the USAF is still 
figuring out what it will do with its retired Predator fleet 
with its characteristic reversed V-shaped tail. Some could be 
transferred to (Air Force) museums. At this moment, officials 
and experts are also exploring the possibility of transferring 
some Predators to the US Navy. While the active-duty USAF 
and Air National Guard units will stop flying the MQ-1 after 
9 March, contractor flights in the Middle East will continue 
through December 2018. The USAF has no plans to sell 
Predators to private organizations, nor does it expect to sell 
or give them to allied nations through a Foreign Military 
Sales (FMS) program.

Also seen were all the well-known gate guards (Mi-8, UTVA-60 
and -75, MiG-21, G-2, J-20 and relatively recent arrival H369, 
plus the Dakota that is described as dumped but looks pre-
served as well). This was all seen late Friday afternoon, with 
the three Kiowas very active still. The AT-802 took off, but I 
was still looking for a good spot and couldn’t read the serial 
unfortunately, while the Canadairs were all on the ramp and 
were totally unreadable due to heatwaves. A long shot obvi-
ously, but if somebody knows which ones they were. On Sat-
urday the 9th we visited the Krka national park, and while 
inside a big bush fire nearby caused at least one CL-415 to fly 
over multiple times. Again no luck with the serial however.

The second day of the year 2018: a sunny and cold afternoon 
in the Romanian marshlands near the Black Sea coast. Before 
huge flocks of local birds start their noisy, daily invasion of 
the Air Base, the thunder of four Royal Canadian Air Force 
CF-188 Hornets taking off signals the end of Canada’s Air Task 
Force Romania. For now that is. One month earlier, we were 
welcomed by Air Task Force Romania Commander Lieuten-
ant-Colonel Mark Hickey in his office at Mihail Kogalniceau 
Air Base to get the full picture about this successful Canadian 
mission to Europe.

Preparing the mission
Going back to the spring of 2014, following events in Eastern 
Europe, NATO agreed upon and began to enact a series of 
military measures to reinforce NATO’s collective defence and 
demonstrate the strength of the alliance. 
The following day, Canada, offered assets and members, 
showing its strong commitment to the alliance; Operation 
REASSURANCE was born. The Canadian Armed Forces have 
members serving on Operation REASSURANCE in Central and 
Eastern Europe ever since. They are there as part of NATO’s 
assurance and deterrence measures. On 31 December 2017, 
Air Task Force Romania completed its four-month mission 
in support of Operation REASSURANCE and NATO-enhanced 
Air Policing.
In preparation for the mission, which is led by 2 Air Expedi-
tionary Wing, Bagotville, approximately 135 serviceman and 
–women were drawn from military units all over Canada. This 
was based on the specialism they could provide to the task 
force, depending on the mission. As it happened, 409 Tactical 
Fighter Squadron from 4 Wing, Cold Lake, was to provide the 
Air Task Force Commander and four of its CF-188 jets and, 
magically, 409’s Commander Lt Col Hickey was appointed 
as Air Task Force Romania’s Commander. The building of a 
cohesive structure and leadership for the mission had begun, 
kick starting the deployment to Romania in August 2017.
The enhanced Air Policing (eAP) mission conducted alerts, 

training, exercises and demonstrations under NATO rules 
and regulations to strengthen the defence of Eastern Europe. 
Back home, Canadian fighter pilots fly their alert missions 
under the command of North American Air Defense (NORAD). 
So this required some adaptations to NATO standards. This 
work started pre-deployment back in Canada already. These 
adaptations were subsequently evaluated and certified 
during the first weeks of the deployment by a NATO-team 
from Spain, after which the mission could take off. But not 
before a ceremony was held for the official transfer of the 
task from the Royal Air Force, amidst hordes of Romanian 
TV-cameras… Indeed, the public relations part of the mission 
proofed to be a regular and frequent task for the commander.

Deployment
To set up a logistic supply chain to deploy four fighter jets 
for four months 8,372km from home, is a challenge in its own 
right. However, the Royal Canadian Air Force assured this 
part of the mission was taken care of by deploying its stra-
tegic tanker and airlift capacity, the CC-150 Polaris tankers 
and CC-177 Globemaster III. Parts and people were flown in 
regularly despite the length of the chain. This enabled the Air 
Task Force Commander to continuously have aircraft avail-
able for the mission. With crews performing maintenance 
around the clock to keep the jets serviceable, sorties could 
be flown almost daily. In fact, almost twice as many flying 
hours were flown as compared to the regular Canadian situ-
ation, where an acting Commanding Officer takes care of 409 
Squadron and continues the squadron’s NORAD mission...

CF-188 well suited to the mission
Despite coming of age, the CF-188 is very much up to stand-
ard. With its latest R2-upgrade, the equivalent of a Mid-Life 
Update (MLU), the aircraft’s systems are new and advanced, 
despite the age of the airframes and jet engines. The Sniper-
pod, Joint Helmet Mounted Cueing System (JHMCS) and 
upgraded radar make it a great platform, which was kept 
highly serviceable throughout the mission. 
Beforehand, the operational training value for such a polic-
ing mission was not certain. In hindsight the mission can be 
considered of higher training value for its pilots and ground 

crews alike, than may have been expected beforehand. A lot 
of combat training objectives were met and crews were able 
to work their skills on Basic Combat Manoeuvres (BCM), Air 
Combat Manoeuvres (ACM), Tactical Intercepts, Combat Air 
Patrols (CAP) and Aerial Interdiction. Lessons learned from 
previous CF-188 deployments to Europe have been taken into 
account as well to get the best training value for crews.

Ambassadors of Canada
But that is only part of the story. Pilots deployed with Air 
Task Force Romania gained a wealth of international experi-
ence in addition to their NORAD experience, which sees them 
fly mainly alongside the US military. In addition to the eAP 
mission, the Air Task Force conducted regular training with 
its Romanian hosts. This training included medical support, 
flight safety, aircraft maintenance, command and control, 
and military policing. CF-188 trained alongside Romanian Air 
Force MiG-21 LanceRs, F-16s and Puma helicopters. Also with 
Portuguese F-16s thatwere deployed to nearby Borcea Air 
Base to work up Romanian crews on the type, Italian and Bul-
garian aircraft and US Army Blackhawk helicopters deployed 
to Mihail Kogalniceau Air Base as part of operation Atlantic 
Resolve. In late September, a small contingent from the Air 
Task Force, along with two CF-188 Hornets, visited Slovenia 
in an effort to share best practices and demonstrate Canada’s 
solidarity. The demand for training with the Canadian fight-
ers was such that scheduling had to take place to treat all 
NATO-partners equally...

Flying along a wide variety of aircraft, cooperating closely with the Romanian 
hosts, flying many hours and taking back some useful lessons to Canada. (RCAF)

Fruits of cooperation
The great cooperation with the helpful Romanian hosts also 
led to invitations to participate in a number of local events. 
One of the national events the Air Task Force was invited to 
participate in, was the celebra-
tion of Union Day on 1 Decem-
ber. The union of Romania and 
Transylvania is celebrated with 
a huge military parade in Bucha-
rest, which involves military air-
craft and helicopters. A number 
of practice sorties for the fly-by 
were flown in the days leading up 
to the event, and a detachment 
of the crew were seen march-
ing alongside Romanian troops, 
holding the Flag of Canada high. 
An impressive sight to watch, the 
parade showed the CF-188s neatly fitting in the Romanian Air 
Force line-up! 
Morale of the troops has been high throughout the course of 
the four month deployment, partially thanks to the gracious 

The RCAF in Europe
After the withdrawal of 1 Canadian Air Division from 
Germany was completed in 1993, visits of Canadian 
fighter jets to Europe became fewer and less frequent. In 
the last couple of years, three deployments to Romania 
have taken place, one to the Baltics and one in France, 
which is a lot more than before. The RCAF has commit-
ted itself to perform at the RAF’s 100 years celebrations 
at the Royal International Air Tattoo at RAF Fairford in 
July 2018. Hopefully, we can see them back more often 
in the coming years, participating in exercises as well as 
local and international events!

and warm welcome by the Romanian hosts. For the Canadian 
crew it was a great chance to enjoy Eastern European culture, 
interact with people and enjoy their hospitality. Even during 
days they were missed by their friends and families at home 

most, like birthdays, Thanksgiv-
ing and Christmas. Forging inter-
national relationships at Mihail 
Kogalniceanu Air Base was really 
helpful and being away from 
home that time of the year is a 
small price to pay in that regard. 
Throughout the mission, Air Task 
Force Romania successfully built 
on this strong, established rela-
tionship with NATO allies, who 
can rest assured of Canada’s com-
mitment to their security.

It is almost impossible to see all the WEF-aircraft, for some 
arrive after dark or even late in the evening and sometimes 
leave within the hour. The list above also contains some 
maintenance visitors and other possible interesting traffic. 
Aircraft believed to be stored are mentioned the first day 
it has been logged. To be as complete as possible we also 
included pre-WEF traffic on the 1st, 14th and 16th. The first 
attendees already arrived on the 19th. Azerbaijan Airlines 
on the 20th operated for the Azerbaijan Government. The 
Raya Jet Cessna on the 22nd and the Nigerian Raytheon 4000 
are reported as being stored. Not listed in the movements 
but perhaps worth mentioning is a Bo105 pod logged in the 
Lions Air hangar marked as “Lions 1” on this day. Although 
officially registered as N282SA the ex Jetclub Cessna is still 
painted as HB-VNU. It is assumed that Cessna D-FROG made 
its delivery flight to Stutgart on the 22nd as this was the first 
flight logged with its German registration.
